SPEAKERS

Prof. Laura Scomparin is the Deputy Rector 
for Social Sciences Research and Head of 
the Journalism Master’s Degree (University of 
Turin). She was Chair of the Law Department 
(2013-2018) and, previously, Deputy Dean at 
the Faculty of Political Science (2011-2013), 
both at the University of Turin. She is Chair of 
the Anti-Corruption Research Group of the Law 
Schools Global League, Editor of the Journal 
“La legislazione penale” (ranked ‘A’ in the list 
of scientific journals hold by the Italian Ministry 
for University and Research), and referee for 
several editorial boards. Her research interests 
include: Criminal law; Criminal Law of Public 
Administration; International Criminal Justice; 
and Prison Law. Principal Investigator of many 
projects funded by the EU focusing on, among 
others, International corruption in public 
procurements, Whistleblowing and Open data 
in preventing and combating corruption. 

Prof. Silvia Allegrezza is Associate Professor 
of Criminal law and Criminal Procedure at 
the University of Luxembourg. Her research 
focuses on European criminal law and criminal 
procedure, comparative evidence law, 
genetics forensics, financial crime, and anti-
money laundering integrated strategies. She 
has led several research projects and written 
widely on the above. She is a member of the EU 
Commission experts’ group on criminal justice, 
served as Rapporteur for the EU Parliament on 
anti-money laundering and cooperates with 
the European Central Bank on administrative 
sanctions.



SPEAKERS

Dr. Lorenzo Bernardini in Postdoctoral 
Researcher in Criminal Law and Criminal 
Procedure at the University of Luxembourg. He 
is participating in two DG JUST Action Grants 
funded by the European Commission – the first 
focused on the mutual recognition of freezing 
and confiscation orders, and the second on the 
digitalization of defense rights –. His research 
focuses on European criminal law and criminal 
procedure, fair trial rights, mutual recognition of 
freezing and confiscation orders, criminalization 
of the breach of EU restrictive measures and 
immigration detention.

Dr. Ernestina Sacchetto is Research Fellow of 
Criminal Procedural Law at the University of 
Turin. She got a Ph.D. in Criminal Procedural Law 
with a dissertation on the use of automated 
biometrics in criminal proceedings. Visiting 
Ph.D. at Hebrew University of Jerusalem (AY 
2018-19) and Visiting Scientist at Netherlands 
Forensic Institute (AY 2021-2022). Her major 
research fields include European Criminal 
Procedure, Comparative Criminal Procedure, 
the expert evidence in criminal proceedings, AI 
and criminal investigation.

Dr. Oscar Calavita is research fellow and 
adjunct professor of Criminal Procedure Law at 
the University of Turin. He got a Ph.D. in European 
Criminal Procedure Law with a dissertation on 
the European Investigation Order. His research 
interests include Criminal Law, Criminal 
Procedure Law, European Criminal Procedure 
Law and Prison Law.



SPEAKERS

Mariyan Sabev is a Senior Security Analyst at 
the Center for the Study of Democracy. He 
holds a LL.B. in International and European 
Law from The Hague University and is currently 
pursuing a degree in National Security and 
Defence at the G.S. Rakovski Military 
Academy in Sofia. His research interests 
reside in the nexus between preventing 
radicalisation and violent extremism, and 
dissecting the modus operandi of serious 
and organised crime, financial flows in 
criminal markets and asset recovery.

Jan Stajnko is an academic assistant at 
the University of Maribor, Faculty of Law. 
His teaching and research activities include 
European criminal law, criminal procedure, 
criminal substantive law and media law. He 
cooperates as a member of core research 
teams in EU JUST, COST and other international 
projects. He is published many works covering 
the above topics. For example, he co-authored 
the Cambridge Companion on European 
Criminal Law and four commentaries covering 
the Slovene Criminal Code (general and special 
part) and the Slovene Criminal Procedure Act 
(ZKP).

Assist. Prof. Eneja Drobež is an assistant 
professor of Commercial and Civil Law at the 
New University, European Faculty of Law, Nova 
Gorica, and an advisor to the Constitutional 
Court of the Republic of Slovenia. She received 
her doctoral degree in copyright law in 2015. 
Her area of work is very diverse, encompassing 
criminal law, commercial law, civil law and 
intellectual property law. At the university, 
she teaches courses on International Private 
Law and Intellectual Property Law. At the 
Constitutional Court, she works for the Criminal 
Chamber. She is preparing annual reviews of 
case-law for the EUIPO, and holds lectures at 
judicial seminars and conferences. She is the 
author of several monographies and articles in 
the above-mentioned legal fields.
